


















































































VIII. INAPPLICABLE REQUIREMENTS 
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As of the date of pennit issuance, the requirements listed below do not apply to Moulding & 
Millwork, or to the specific emissions units specified below for the reasons indicated. The 
pennit shield applies to all requirements so identified. [WAC 173-401-640(2), 1114/93 
StatelPuget Sound Clean Air Agency only] 

40 CFR 63 Subparts A and 
QQQQ 

Moulding & Millwork has taken a federally enforceable pennit limiting 
plantwide emissions of hazardous air pollutants, so it is not a "major" source 
of HAP, and therefore not subject to the requirements of 40 CFR 63 
Subparts A and QQQQ. 

IX. INSIGNIFICANT EMISSION UNITS 

WAC 173-401-530 contains criteria for identifying insignificant emission units or activities for 
purposes of the operating pennit program. Designation of an emission unit or activity as 
insignificant for purposes of this chapter does not exempt the unit or activity from any applicable 
requirement. An emission unit or activity is insignificant based on one or more of the following 
approaches: 

(a) Actual emissions of all regulated air pollutants from a unit or activity are less than the 
emission thresholds established in subsection (4) of WAC 173-401-530. Such emission units and 
activities must be listed in the pennit application; 

(b) The emission unit or activity is listed in WAC 173-401-532 as categorically exempt. Such 
emission units or activities do not have to be listed in the pennit application; 

(c) The emission unit or activity is listed in WAC 173-401-533 and is considered insignificant 
if its size or production rate based on maximum rated capacity is below the specified level. These 
emission units or activities must be listed in the pennit application. 

(d) The emission unit or activity generates only fugitive emissions (as defined in WAC 173-
400-030(31)), which are subject to no applicable requirement other than generally applicable 
requirements of the state implementation plan as defined in subsection (2) of this section. These 
units or activities must be listed on the pennit application. 

The monitoring requirements for insignificant emissions units are specified in Section II. A. 1 (e) 
of this pennit. The equipment items listed in the application as insignificant emission units are 
as follows: 

Two (2) space heaters, natural gas-fired, EACH generating 160,000 BtuIhr 

One (1) space heater, naturalgas-frred,generating270,000Btu/hr
